Course Description: This course is designed for students that desire to pursue a career as a veterinarian, become a veterinarian assistant or work in a related field through study of scientific principals used to diagnose, treat and prevent diseases in animals used for meat and as companions.

Classroom Rules and Expectations

Grading: This class will be graded using three components: Participation, Lab, and Classroom.  Each is outlined below:

Classroom Points: (40%) This will be made up of any assignment completed in class or outside of the classroom.  Worksheets, group activities, notebooks, and Supervised Agricultural Experiences are included in this grade.  Some of them are outlined below:

Participation: (30%) These points are given each time the class meets.  You cannot make them up.  You do not lose them if you are on a school activity, if you inform the teacher BEFORE the activity. (Remember this, it is VERY IMPORTANT!) You will receive 10 points a day – broken down you receive 2 points each for: staying on task, your overall attitude in the classroom, your behavior during class, being prepared, and being on time.

Quizzes and Tests: (30%) All quizzes and tests that are taken in the class will be combined for this portion of the grade.  This includes EOC Exams as well as TSA testing.

 Technical Skills Assessment:  Students in Career and Technical Education classes that have earned at least 3 credits will be required to complete a Technical Skills Assessment (TSA).  The Agriculture program will use Career Development Events for this purpose.  More instruction will be given on this topic, just be aware that if you fit into this category, you will have to compete in a Career Development Event.

Agricultural Education Classes: The Agricultural Education program is built on the three core areas of classroom/ laboratory instruction, supervised agricultural experience programs, and FFA student organization activities/ opportunities. 
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· Classroom/Laboratory Instruction- quality instruction in and about agriculture that utilizes a “Learning by doing” philosophy
· Supervised Agricultural Experience Program- all students are expected to hane an agriculturally related work-based learning experience while enrolled in agricultural education courses
· FFA Student Organization- FFA activities are an integral part of the agricultural education program that all students should participate in if they are to fully benefit from their enrollment in the program.
Objectives:

· Students will identify basic cell makeup structure and function. 

· Students will identify the different systems in the basic anatomy which includes; Musculoskeletal system, Circulatory system, Respiratory system, Renal system, Digestive system, Reproductive system, Nervous system, Endocrine system

· Students will identify the different tissue types and their functions which include; epithelial, connective, muscle, and nerve tissue. 

· Students will identify the basic nutrients needed to sustain life and their functions; and will identify the factors that make up a good animal nutrition.

· Students will learn the principles of infectious diseases, disease prevention, classification of diseases and zoonosis
